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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution is a compliment to OMA-REQ-2004-1018-PoC-Box by Siemens, extending the functionality of the PoC Box. It enables a new service where the originator may decide that the message will explicitly be sent and stored via the PoC Box. This functionality is similar to what exists in many of today’s voice mail systems. 

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a functionality that extends previous contribution, OMA-REQ-2004-1018-PoC-Box by Siemens. A user will have the possibility to choose that a PoC talk burst explicitly will end up in the recipient(s) PoC Box. 

This feature enables following communication cases:

-The sender/originator do not need, or even does not want to have a conversation with the recipients/participants instead he or she does only want recipients to get the information.

-The sender/originator must be sure that all recipients/participants will get the message even if they are available or not.

1.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case exemplifies where it is important for the sender that the recipient gets there for information and therefore chooses to use a store and forward mechanism for the message. This functionality is also valid for one to one. It describes a trivial use case for a group of people out skiing however it is applicable for various situations such as fleet management. 
1.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· Bob – Originator of the Direct POC Box message.

· Skiing – A POC Group with members

5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

The issue for the actors is:

· Bob wants that every one of his friends receive the message.  
· Bob do only need to leave the message and do not need a reply. 
5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Bob:
· Bob can leave a message via PoC knowing that it will be distributed to all recipients even if they are not available

· Bob can reuses his PoC contacts and PoC groups to easily leave a message
· Bob do not first need to record the message and then send it (as would be the case with Voice MMS) 
· Members of Skiing group:

· Will be able to retrieve the stored message.

1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· There exists a PoC Group called Skiing

· The members of the Skiing group have the PoC Box service

· The weather and snow conditions are excellent at the ski resort. 

1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· The members of the Skiing group have received a message from Bob. 

1.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow is:

· Bob wants to tell the rest of his skiing friends that he plans to go to the restaurant for lunch at 12.00 and everyone that is interested can show up there. 

· Bob has already a created a group for his skiing friends named Skiing. 

· Bob selects the group Skiing in is list of groups and presses the “Leave message”-button

· Bob starts to talk and leave the message

· The talk burst is routed towards the PoC Boxes of the members in the group. 

· When a member of the PoC Box group is available it will get a notification that a new message is waiting. 
· The user retrieves and listens to the message.

· The recipients of the Direct PoC Box message can choose to retrieve the message manually or automatically.The

· The PoC signalling and routing will be reused.

· The routing shall have the ability to explicitly direct the message to the recipient(s) PoC Box.
