5.X.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case depicts a situation, where a user wants to participate in a PoC communication if and only if certain conditions are fulfilled. After definition of these conditions and making the PoC service provider known of these conditions the user will be involved in a PoC session if and only if the session meets the conditions.
Examples:

· A user joins a PoC chat-group “soccer” in compliance with the condition that at least five PoC users are participating this session. (group specific condition based on session state)
· A boss invites a pre-arranged PoC group “my team” to a PoC session in compliance with the condition that at least three group members are available. (group specific condition based on presence information)
· A user gets a PoC session invitation to the pre-arranged PoC group “working team” in compliance with the condition that the boss is participating that session and his presence status is “in good mood”. (group specific condition based on session state and presence state)
· User A re-joins a PoC session of a pre-arranged PoC group in compliance with the condition that all users labeled as key-participant are participating this session.
· User A only gets PoC invitations in compliance with the condition that the PoC session type is not “chat”.
5.X.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC service subscriber A
· PoC service provider

5.X.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

5.X.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· A PoC service subscriber will automatically be kept out of PoC communications he would not like to attend due to certain conditions. The conditions may be defined by the subscriber himself. There is no need for the subscriber to repeatedly check whether the conditions are fulfilled or not.
· As the PoC service becomes more attractive to end-users through this feature the PoC service provider may attract more customers.
5.X.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:
· User A is a PoC subscriber

· The PoC service provider is able to verify conditions placed by User A

5.X.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· Subscriber A is not involved in a PoC session because the conditions have not been fulfilled
Or

· Subscriber A is involved in a PoC session because the conditions have been fulfilled
5.X.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

1. User A defines conditions for participating in a PoC chat session
2. User A sends a join request for this PoC chat session to the PoC service provider including the conditions
3. The PoC service provider verifies whether the provided conditions are met
a. IF the conditions are met

i. The PoC service provider adds User A to the PoC chat session
b. IF the conditions are not met

i. The PoC service provider doesn’t add User A to the PoC chat session and informs User A about his pending status
ii. The PoC service provider continuously verifies whether the conditions are met
iii. When the conditions are met, the PoC service provider adds User A to the PoC chat session

5.X.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

1. The PoC service subscriber must be able to provide descriptions of conditions
2. The PoC service provider must be able to verify the conditions

The following proposes text for the PoC release 2 RD (section 6).

Text for RD – Section 6

6. Requirements
(Normative)
· For incoming PoC session invitations a PoC subscriber MAY define conditions for automatic acceptance, for manual acceptance and for rejection, based on location, presence, PoC group parameters or PoC session status.
· For outgoing PoC session invitations a PoC subscriber MAY define conditions for carrying out the invitation based on location, presence, PoC group parameters or PoC session status.
· The PoC service SHALL be able to verify the conditions and MUST carry out the incoming or outgoing invitation depending on the conditions fulfillment.
· A PoC subscriber defining conditions for incoming or outgoing invitations MAY define a time period for continuous condition checking.
· The PoC service SHALL be able to continuously check the conditions during a time period defined by a PoC subscriber and carry out the incoming or outgoing invitation as soon as the conditions are met during the time period.
