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1 Reason for Contribution

The Requirements Group is conducting discussions on the Requirements for the second phase of the Push-to-talk over Cellular enabler in breakout sessions.  This breakout group has been considering different use-cases that highlight the features that the new enabler should support.  Several of the use-cases that were presented in the Barcelona meetings suggest the need for PoC to support various “messaging” features.  Examples of these contributions include:

· OMA-REQ-2004-1018-PoC2-PoC-Box (SIEMENS)

· OMA-REQ-2004-1026-PoC2-use-case-messaging (Nokia)

· OMA-REQ-2004-1027-PoC2-use-case-image-video (Nokia)

· OMA-REQ-2004-1012-PoC-Video-Group-Message-Use-case (Ericsson)
This contribution addresses the question of how to deal with this symbiosis between PoC and Messaging.

3 Detailed Proposal

It is apparent from the use-cases that were presented in Barcelona that there is a justification for PoC sessions to support some form of transfer of multimedia at various stages during the establishment or as part of the conversational mode of the session.  However, it should also be obvious that the PoC enabler should not define its own messaging protocols or environment, but rather should employ either existing messaging enablers.  If no appropriate enabler exists to support this functionality then it would be reasonable to expect members proposing a new work-item that would address the need for such a messaging enabler.
Therefore, we wish to suggest that the proposed use-cases should be considered for inclusion in the RD for PoC-2.  However, the requirements that are derived from these use-cases for a messaging functionality should be identified in a separate sub-section of the RD, with the possible addition of requirements for the interface between the enablers.  Inclusion of these requirements should be with the understanding that a new parallel work-item will be introduced to OMA-TP to address these requirements as a messaging enabler. This work-item should then be directed to the Messaging group for completion of the architecture and specification.
