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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC Enhancement Work Item Description 098 has been approved. The WID lists PoC Service Interactions with machines as one of the topics of interest for this work.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents use cases on PoC release 2 for inclusion in a first version of the PoC release 2 RD. The elaboration of the corresponding requirements is for further study. 

The proposed functionality for PoC version 2 is:

· Interaction of PoC Service with machines will cover following requirements.

· Capability to recognize and react to the presence of machines (e.g. PoC Mail) while entering a PoC Session (regulatory requirement in many countries).
· Capability to manage PoC related data provided by machines (e.g. PoC Mail) using the PoC Client capabilities.

1.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case depicts a situation where a PoC User A initiating and a PoC User B joining a PoC Session are notified that a machine is also participating in the PoC Session as PoC User C has forwarded his PoC address to a PoC recording device (similar to a VoiceMail Server), so that incoming PoC Session data can be registered and retrieved at a later point in time.
1.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC User A initiating a PoC Session
· PoC User B joining a PoC Session
· PoC User C having forwarded his PoC address to a recording device

· PoC service provider

1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

None identified

1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Delayed retrieval of the received PoC Session data (for PoC User C)
· Control over the recording of one’s own voice (for PoC User A and B)

· Compliance to the regulatory requirement (in many countries) to be notified that one’s voice is being recorded.  

· The capability to store and retrieve PoC Session data may attract more customers

1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· User A and User B are valid PoC Subscribers
· User C is a valid PoC Subscriber and has forwarded his PoC Address to a PoC recording device
· The PoC Service provider supports PoC Session data recording

· The PoC Service provider allows PoC User C to use the PoC Session data recording service
1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· A PoC Session has been established between PoC User A, PoC User B and the recording device, PoC User C has forwarded his PoC Address to.
· User A and User B have been notified that PoC User C is represented by a recording device

· The recording device has been removed from the PoC Session participants based on the request of either User A or User B

· In an alternative flow in which User A and User B agree to have the PoC Session data recorded, the recording device has stored the PoC Session data for later retrieval 

1.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· PoC User A initiates a PoC Session using e.g. a pre-established PoC Group Address which includes PoC User B and PoC User C
· PoC User B is joining the PoC Session.
· PoC recording device is joining the PoC Session on behalf of PoC User C
· PoC Users A and B are notified of a recording device which was connected to the session

· PoC User A does not agree being recorded and takes action to remove the PoC recording device from the PoC Session

· PoC Users A and B are notified that the recording device has been removed from the PoC Session 

1.1.6 Alternative Flow

The alternative flow for this use case is:

· PoC User A initiates a PoC Session using e.g. a pre-established PoC Group Address which includes PoC User B and PoC User C

· PoC User B is joining the PoC Session.

· PoC recording device is joining the PoC Session on behalf of PoC User C

· PoC Users A and B are notified of a recording device which was connected to the session

· PoC User A and B agree being recorded and start talking

· PoC User A and PoC User B leave the PoC Session

· The PoC recording device is disconnected when the machine is the only participant in the PoC Session.

1.2.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case depicts a situation where user A is managing his stored PoC recordings using the PoC Service interfaces (after having forwarded his PoC address to a PoC recording device). The user A is capable of listening to the recorded data, save, filter and possibly replay recorded whole data or parts of it. 
1.2.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC user A 

· PoC user A team (with all PoC subscribers)

· PoC Service provider

1.1.2.3 Actor Specific Issues

None identified

1.1.2.4 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· The PoC user who had forwarded for a while his PoC address to a PoC recording device (e.g. PoC Mail) is capable of retrieving the PoC data addressed to him during his absence.

· The PoC user who had forwarded for a while his PoC address to a PoC recording device (e.g. PoC Mail) is capable of managing the PoC data addressed to him during his absence  
· The PoC user who had forwarded for a while his PoC address to a PoC recording device (e.g. PoC Mail) is capable of sharing with other PoC users, the PoC data stored for him during his absence. 
1.2.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· The PoC user A has a subscription allowing him to use a PoC recording device along with his PoC Service.

· There is PoC data stored by the PoC recording device for the PoC User A (during his absence). 
· The PoC Service provider is supporting PoC recording devices for his PoC subscribers.

· Ongoing PoC session of  PoC user A team.

1.2.4 Post-conditions

The required post-condition is:

· The PoC data stored for PoC user A has been retrieved by the PoC user A using the PoC Service interface.
· The PoC data stored for PoC user A is shared with his team after joining the PoC session.
· The PoC user A was able to manage the PoC data stored. 

1.2.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· The PoC user A is removing the forwarding of his PoC address to a recording device
· The PoC user A is notified that PoC data has been recoded on his behalf during his absence
· The PoC user A is listening to the PoC data recorded during his absence (retrieval)
· The PoC user A is managing the PoC data recorded during his absence (delete, save, sort)

· The PoC user A is joining an ongoing PoC session of his team.

· The PoC user A is sharing parts of the recorded data with his team during the PoC session.

1.2.6 Alternative Flow

· None identified

1.2.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· None identified 

Derived / Proposed Requirements

· A PoC user MUST be notified of the presence of a machine present or entering a PoC session.

· A PoC user MUST be able to deny access to a PoC Session to machines while in a PoC session using PoC Client capabilities.

· A PoC user MUST be able to retrieve/replay/store/delete PoC Session data stored by PoC enabled machines using PoC Client capabilities.
