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1 Reason for Contribution

Confusion around the use of the term “provisioning”.

2 Summary of Contribution

Contribution proposes some definitions for terms that use the word provisioning, such as “service provisioning” or “user provisioning”, and their relations with “service deployment”.

3 Detailed Proposal

	Service Provisioning
	Configuration of Service Software (ie setting of its system-wide parameters) to get it ready to make use of it. This is part of the Service Deployment.

	User Provisioning
	Provisioning of some sort of user data into some system. It may refer to the registration of the end user into a Service Provider domain (as a new customer), or it may be the provisioning of user information into some service as part of the service subscription provisioning process (see below), etc. 

	Service Subscription Provisioning
	Process that includes all the steps needed in order to fulfil a service subscription request from a user/subscriber. The process may include the following steps: provisioning of some information in the end user profile (e.g. traditional settings in the HLR), provisioning of some user information and preferences into the service platforms (e.g. in “restaurant finder service”, I like to get spanish restaurants), settings in the charging rules for the user, setting for policies to allow request for the pair user/service, etc.

	Data Provisioning
	The process of storing or “setting up” some data at some place, e.g.: provisioning of user preferences, provisioning of policy rules, provisioning of user payment data, etc.

	Service Deployment
	Process that includes all the steps needed to make the service up and running and ready to be subscribed by end users (from the initial service installation to the final tests and service activation and publishing).
