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1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-REQ-2005-0070-LATE-Email-Configuration-Options was submitted (LATE) for Frankfurt. This input contribution comments on the proposals in OMA-REQ-2005-0070-LATE-Email-Configuration-Options. We request that the document be considered when OMA-REQ-2005-0070-LATE-Email-Configuration-Options is disposed.
2 Summary of Contribution

We believe that there are some problems with the changes proposed in OMA-REQ-2005-0070-LATE-Email-Configuration-Options. Section 3 discusses them one by one.
3 Detailed Proposal

Requirement document, section 6.1.3, add text as follows:

ADMIN-3:  It MUST be possible for all configuration settings and rules to be set by the User and/or some other party authorised implicitly or explicitly by the User, such as a system administrator or the service provider.
Comment: In general, the phrasing seems to imply that all configurations must be configurable by authorized hird party. For some this does not make sense. On the other hand if a setting is configurable, it means that at least on of the actor above can set it if authorized.

Proposal: Authorized principals MUST be able to configure the settings of the user preferences/filters/configurable settings for a particular user.
Requirement document, section 6.1.4, change text as follows:
USAB-4:  E-mail sent from client MUST be sent to the e-mail server according to configuration setting when network connectivity is available.
Comment: When the user wants his e-mail sent is a user preference setting, not determined by administrator or service provider. However, this behavior may not be configurable on some devices / clients,

Proposal: E-mail sent from client MUST be sent to the e-mail server according to user preference if configurable or client settings otherwise, when network connectivity is available.
USAB-6: E-mail events on the client to the e-mail server MUST be sent according to  configuration setting when network connectivity is available.

Comment: Same as above. However the requirement in the RD is not quite correct either.
Proposal: Rephrase as: “E-mail events on the client MUST be sent to the e-mail server according according to user preference if configurable or client settings otherwise, when network connectivity is available.”
USAB-8: It MUST be possible to configure filtering rules on what email to synchronize with the mobile client:

· From who

· What folders to monitor

· When

Comments: Filtering rules are set by the user! At best there are default settings. The service provider has no impact as it can’t / shouldn’t process /  access the email details! The administrator in general should not have impact.

Proposal: Reject the change.
USAB-9:   It MUST be possible to configure filtering rules on what event to synchronize with the mobile client.

Comments: Filtering rules are set by the user! At best there are default settings. The service provider has no impact as it can’t / shouldn’t process /  access the email details! The administrator in general should not have impact.

Proposal: Reject the change.

USAB-10: The user MAY be able to change filtering rules from their mobile client

Comment: The enablement by the enabler is a MUST. It is not optional to the enabler. It is optional that an email client or server does not exploit that feature. However these are applications considerations outside the scope of OMA.

Proposal: Reject the change.

USAB-11: It MUST be possible to configure filtering rules on what client e-mail events to synchronize with the server.

Comments: Filtering rules are set by the user! At best there are default settings. The service provider has no impact as it can’t / shouldn’t process /  access the email details! The administrator in general should not have impact.

Proposal: Reject the change.

USAB-13: It MUST be possible to configure the preferred way to be notified about new e-mails based on capabilities of client and network:

a.  when notification is used (e.g. SMS, Push, MMS, …)

b. if events are accessed by client (when, how, what is initially part of the event)

Comments: The use case behind this emphasized the capability for the user to make such choices. The proposed requirement loses this mandate.

Proposal: Reject the change, but add a requirement: “Authorized principals MUST be able to select the default or available ways to be notified about new e-mails based on capabilities of client and network:

c.  when notification is used (e.g. SMS, Push, MMS, …)

d. if events are accessed by client (when, how, what is initially part of the event)”
USAB-14: It MUST be possible to configure how e-mail server should present new e-mail events to the client and to select how the client reacts to such events and therefore how the new e-mail is reflected in the client repository:

e. A few meta-data, no stored e-mail

f. A give size of the e-mail

g. The whole e-mail without attachment

h. The whole e-mail with attachment

Comments: The use case behind this emphasized the capability for the user to make such choices. The proposed requirement loses this mandate. 

Proposal: Reject the change.

USAB-17: The user MAY be able to set, including from his mobile, how e-mail events are sent to or accessed by the client and other e-mail settings that may affect the server behaviour.

Comments: same as last few comments
Proposal: Reject the change, but add a requirement: “Authorized principals MUST be able to select the default or available ways that -mail events are sent to or accessed by the client and other e-mail settings that may affect the server behaviour.”
