This contribution proposes text for the RD.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 E-mail events:

“E-mail events: changes to the status or state of an e-mail (e.g. read/unread, flagged, deleted, folder where it is located etc…) that result for example from reading, moving, deleting etc an e-mail. They may be server or client side events depending on where the change takes place. For the sake of separate behaviour, e-mail events do not including new e-mail. Client side events may include saving a new draft when the user expect it to be also saved in the server.”

We proposed this definition to be used in section 3.2 and the first time that e-mail event is used (section 5.2).

3.2 Section 5.2.2.2:

…

· To have his client react on the event as set by preferences:

· Typically without informing the user unless if a conflict must be manually resolved or an action must be checked by the user. 

· This would require that the email client application provides interface to set such preferences and takes advantage of such features.

3.3 Section 5.3.2.2

…

· Service provider:

· Can provide its customers with the capability to handle attachments on their devices (e.g. view, download, edit, forward, save). As needed these attachment may first be adapted to the device characteristics and capabilities.
…

3.4 Section 5.8.1

The user can synchronize his e-mail over the air as mobile e-mail, using a pass through connection with another computer or synchronizing with the e-mail repository in client (e.g., cradle, Bluetooth, IRDA, over a direct LAN connection, …). The best example would be a user able to synchronize e-mail over a laptop and receive mobile e-mail over the air. The user wants to also be able to sometimes be able to synchronize with the mobile client with his laptop in pass through when it is online as well as when the laptop is offline.
3.5 Filtering rules

“Filtering rules include rules to determine what e-mail events should be sent from the client to the server or the server to the client. They also include rules to determine what new e-mails should be reflected from the server to the mobile client. This may be based on many criteria like subject, date, sender, folder where it is located etc…”
This definition should be added to section 3.2.

3.6 Processing rules

“Processing rules are rules that are applied on new e-mail. They include: spam prevention, filtering rule, antivirus processing and other scans, attachment removal. They may apply on the server or on the client”.

This should be added to section 3.2

3.7 Additional requirement before requirement USAB-13
New USAB: The mobile e-mail enabler MUST support the use of multiple notification schemes to allow deployment on any target networks (e.g. SMS, MMS, WAP Push, SIP Notification, UDP, inband, polled, …).
