Changes in IPR policy

In addition, OMA wishes to inform 3GPP2 TSG-S of that it now has fully implemented a new IPR policy, not only for new material that has been approved starting January 1, 2005, but also for previously approved material. All Candidate and Approved OMA Specifications (including Requirement Documents and Architecture Documents), as well as all previously published Specifications from the WAP Forum now fall under this new IPR policy.

If that for any reason is not possible to achieve within a reasonable time period, we would appreciate receiving a list of these documents so that we can assess any possible impact that this would have on the OMA specifications that depend on the availability of these documents
