1.1.5 Normal Flow

User A, B, C, D, and E were involved in a PoC Session (PoC session A) for a group meeting.  While involving in the session, User A realized the interested topics of PoC session A are varies.  Hence, user A decided to split the PoC session A into two PoC sessions due to interested topics.  PoC Session A will have User A and User C.  New PoC Sesion B will have user B, user D, and user E.  The resulting calls will be two separates PoC Sessions.
The normal flow for this use case is:

· First user A decided to split the session. 
· User A selects “split session”. Then user A selects the active participants to be included in the new PoC session.
