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1 Reason for Contribution

At the PoC2 Reqs conference call on 23 Feb 2005 it has been mentioned that document OMA-REQ-2005-0098R02 on expel rights and document OMA-REQ-2005-0052 on termination rights both are on the same topic of defining PoC rights.

In order to reduce the number of requirements and to define more generic PoC rights management requirements, it is worth to combine the requirements from both documents.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution combines the requirements from document OMA-REQ-2005-0098R02 on expel rights and the requirements from document OMA-REQ-2005-0052 on termination rights. The combined requirements are more generic than the old requirements and requirements on expel rights and termination rights are extended.
3 Detailed Proposal

Currently the following requirements from document OMA-REQ-2005-0098R02 on expel rights are included in the annex of the PoC release 2 RD:

1. A PoC group member, who has been granted expelling rights, SHALL be able to expel other PoC participant(s) from a pre-arranged or chat PoC group session. 

2. Ad hoc group initiator SHALL be able to expel other PoC participants from an ad hoc PoC session. 

3. The pre-arranged and chat PoC group creator SHALL be able to assign expelling rights to other PoC user(s). 

4. The expelling rights for pre-arranged and chat PoC group SHALL be defined in the PoC  Group Document.
From document OMA-REQ-2005-0052 on termination rights currently the following requirements are included in the annex of the PoC release 2 RD:

1. The termination policy SHALL be part of the PoC Group settings that are configured by the Group Management Client at the GLMS

2. A PoC session owner SHALL be able to set and modify the termination policy of the PoC Group

3. It SHALL be possible to define that the PoC Session is terminated when one or more of the following conditions holds:

· The PoC Session owner leaves the PoC Session

· A defined PoC Session Participant leaves the session 

· The number of participants is less than a certain value

· The last participant leaves the PoC Session

· The PoC Session has lasted a certain amount of time

It is proposed to combine the above requirements into the following new requirements.
Requirements on PoC policies in general:
1. It SHALL be possible to specify PoC policies for Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Groups within the Group settings at the XDMS. 

2. A Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group administrator or an authorised Group member SHALL be able to specify PoC policies for the Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group. 

3. A Pre-arranged PoC Session initiator SHALL be able to set and modify the corresponding Pre-arranged PoC Group policy.
Requirements on expel rights and release rules in particular:
4. It SHALL be possible to specify at least expel rights and release rules for the policy of Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Groups. 

5. A PoC Group Member, who has  been granted expelling rights, SHALL be able to expel other PoC  Participant(s) from a Pre-arranged  or Chat PoC Group Session.
6. It SHALL be possible to specify that the PoC  Session is released when one or more of  the following conditions holds: 

· The PoC Session initiator leaves the PoC Session 

· A defined Participant leaves the PoC Session 

· The number of Participants is less than a  certain value 

· The last Participant leaves the PoC Session 

· The PoC Session has lasted a certain amount of time 

7. In Ad hoc PoC Sessions the Ad hoc PoC Session initiator SHALL be able to expel other PoC Participants from an Ad hoc PoC Session and SHALL be able to release the Ad hoc Session by leaving the Session.

Combined requirements 1. and 4. replace requirement 4. from OMA-REQ-2005-0098R02 and requirement 1. from OMA-REQ-2005-0052.

Combined requirement 2. replaces requirement 3. from OMA-REQ-2005-0098R02.

Combined requirement 3. replaces requirement 2. from OMA-REQ-2005-0052.

Combined requirement 5. replaces requirement 1. from OMA-REQ-2005-0098R02.

Combined requirement 6. replaces requirement 3. from OMA-REQ-2005-0052.

Combined requirement 7. replaces requirement 2. from OMA-REQ-2005-0098R02.

The following requirements should go into the RD. The authors request the editor to assign the correct section numbers when inserting the text in the RD.
Text for RD – 

Requirements on PoC policies in general:
1. It SHALL be possible to specify PoC policies  for Pre-arranged or Chat PoC groups within  the Group settings at the XDMS. 

2. A Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group  administrator or an authorised Group member SHALL be able to specify PoC  policies for the Pre-arranged or Chat PoC  Group. 

3. A Pre-arranged PoC Session initiator SHALL be able to set and modify the corresponding  Pre-arranged PoC Group policy. 

Requirements on expel rights and release rules in particular:
4. It SHALL be possible to specify at least expel rights and release rules for the policy of Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Groups. 

5. A PoC Group member, who has  been granted expelling rights,  SHALL be able to expel other PoC  Participant(s) from a Pre-arranged  or Chat PoC Group Session.
6. It SHALL be possible to specify that the PoC  Session is released when one or more of  the following conditions holds: 

· The PoC Session initiator leaves the PoC Session 

· A defined Participant leaves the PoC Session 
· The number of Participants is less than a  certain value 

· The last Participant leaves the PoC Session 

· The PoC Session has lasted a certain  amount of time 

7. In Ad hoc PoC Sessions the Ad hoc PoC Session initiator SHALL be able to expel other PoC Participants from an Ad hoc PoC Session and SHALL be able to release the Ad hoc Session by leaving the Session.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

We recommend to replace the requirements on expel rights and the requirements on termination rights in the annex of the PoC release 2 RD by the proposed combined requirements.
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
