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1 Reason for Contribution

In the PoC 2 REQ meeting in Singapore sub clause B.2.9 “Priorization, pre-emption” was allocated to Nokia for consolidation work.  This contribution belongs to the consolidation sub-clause of Prioritization in the PoC2 RD.
2 Summary of Contribution

The Requirements exposed in the next table are extracted of OMA-REQ-2004-1015R02-PoC2- Concert-Private-Security-Use-Case.doc but modified according to comments of the last face to face meeting of Singapore. A R03 of the last document, without Requirements, will be generated with reference to this Contribution in order to allow a further consideration like Use Case in the RD of PoC2.
3 Detailed Proposal

	· The PoC service provider MAY be able to define different set-up priorities for the PoC Group Sessions in the PoC Server. 

· Some PoC Users MAY have the privilege of establishing Priority PoC Group Sessions depending on the PoC service provider policy.

· The PoC Server SHALL prioritise all media involved in the highest Priority PoC Group Session among the media of other PoC Sessions 

· The establishment of a Priority PoC Session implies the use of the feature “manual answer override” (defined in 6.2.13 of PoC1 RD). 

· Main implications of the priority PoC Group Sessions:

1. The PoC User that starts a priority PoC Group Session SHALL belong to that Group.

2. The PoC administrator SHALL be able to create, modify and delete the Priority Group definition.

3. This Priority PoC Groups should be programmed in the User Equipments, the same way as all others PoC Groups

4. 
The PoC Service Provider MAY separately charge the use of this kind of PoC Sessions.

5. The establishment of these priority PoC Sessions MAY imply a pre-emption of other PoC Sessions.

6. The establishment of these priority PoC Sessions MAY imply a removal of the PoC Users of other PoC Sessions.

7. 
In case of several simultaneous Priority PoC Group Sessions, the establishment SHALL be made by order of request.

8. PoC Client should have some fast way of establishing Priority PoC Group Sessions (p.e. a dedicated button in the terminal, pressing keys in a special order….).

9. The PoC server SHOULD limit the number of Priority PoC Group Sessions. The number and duration of Priority PoC Group Sessions SHOULD be limited.
