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1 Reason for Contribution

In the PoC2 REQ meeting in Singapore the chapter B.2.4 “Invitation Reservation” was allocated to LGE for consolidating its requirement. This IC is a proposal of the consolidation.
2 Summary of Contribution

Based on email discussion, 
· two requirements are added to clarify who has responsibility for requesting to reserve an invitation. The one is in case of 1:1 PoC Session and Ad-hoc PoC Group. The other is in the case of Pre-arranged PoC Group. 
· PoC Session triggering parameters are added in the PoC Service Settings.
· one requirement is added to clarify that PoC Server sends an invitation to all the invitees who get available.
3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.4 Invitation Reservation

 
When a PoC User requests a PoC Server to reserve an invitation with its preferred PoC Service Settings the PoC Server automatically establishes a corresponding PoC Session on behalf of the PoC User’s request. This feature is optional.
· In case of 1:1 PoC Session and Ad-hoc PoC Group Session, a PoC User SHALL be able to reserve an invitation.

· In case of Pre-arranged PoC Group Session, a PoC Group host or owner SHALL be able to reserve an invitation.
· The PoC Client SHALL be able
·  to provide a means for a PoC User to place preferred PoC Service Settings such as invitee’s presence information, PoC Session start-up time, reservation timeout value, triggering parameters(e.g. when at least one invitee or all invitees become available) and so on.
· The PoC Client SHALL be able 
· to request PoC Server to invite the inviter and the invitee(s) on behalf of the inviter according to the preferred PoC Service Settings.
Note : The preferred PoC Service Settings can be placed by an external interworking machine(e.g. PC).

 

· The PoC Server SHALL
·  collect information on both inviter's and invitee’s availability from corresponding PoC Server and Presence Server, if Presence is supported.
· The PoC Server SHALL send an invitation to all the invitees who get available.
· The PoC Server SHALL 
· initiate 1-1 PoC Session or PoC Group Session according to the PoC Service Settings requested by the authorized PoC User.
· The PoC Server SHALL
·  follow transparent procedures as the normal PoC Session establishment initiated by a PoC Client.
· The PoC Server SHALL
·  invite other PoC Users through invitation reservation during ongoing PoC Session. 
· The PoC Server SHALL
·  notify the inviter if the feature is not allowed to use for any reason.
