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1 Reason for Contribution

The contribution 271 presents some requirements for PoC 2 RD.  In this contribution some changes are proposed to these requirements.

2 Summary of Contribution

The Group policy (or any other) settings are problematic in the PoC Session set up, because they will increase the set up time remarkably even in the case that the SIP signaling compression is used.  Therefore here is proposed to have general settings for any Ad-hoc PoC Group session.

Also here is proposed to add an opportunity not only expel one or more participants from a PoC Session, but also be able to release whole the PoC Session.

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1 Reason for Contribution


At the Singapore PoC2 Meeting document OMA-REQ-2005-0206R01 on consolidating requirements on expel rights and release rules has been presented and discussed. Further consolidation by email has been required at the meeting.


This contribution summarises the results of the consolidation discussion on PoC Group policies within the email drafting group “PoC2-OTHER”.

2 Summary of Contribution


This contribution presents the results of the consolidation discussion on PoC Group policies within the email drafting group “PoC2-OTHER”.


Basis of this document are the PoC Group policy requirements presented in document OMA-REQ-2005-0206R01. The requirements presented here take into account comments from the Singapore Meeting as well as comments from the drafting group “PoC2-OTHER” until May 9th 2005.


Main changes with respect to document OMA-REQ-2005-0206R01 are in the requirements section on PoC Group policies in general. It is proposed to move the resulting requirements into different sections of the RD.


3 Detailed Proposal


The following comments on document OMA-REQ-2005-0206R01 have been made at the Singapore meeting:


1. "PoC Group policy" should be defined at the beginning.


2. No reference to the PoC architecture should be made (XDMS).


3. It should be explicitly stated that policy changes may be made before and during a PoC Session.


4. Replace the condition "lasted a certain amount of time" in the last bullet point with "allocated time has expired".


5. Delegation of rights should be allowed for Ad hoc Groups also.

During discussions within the “PoC2-OTHER” drafting group the following additional comments have been made until May 9th 2005:


1. The requirements are not only on PoC Group policies, but also on expelling as such (Tapio).


2. PoC1 already includes PoC Group specific policies (Tapio).


3. Not all PoC Group Members should be allowed to expel Participants, but only Participants should be allowed (Tapio).


The following requirements take into account the above comments. Changes with respect to document OMA-REQ-2005-0206R01 are shown with change bars:


PoC Group policy requirements:


PoC Group policies are policies that apply to a specific PoC Group only.


1. It SHALL be possible to set and modify general PoC Group policies used for the Ad hoc PoC Group Sessions.


Requirements on expel rights:


1.
It SHALL be possible to specify expel rights for the PoC Group policy of a PoC Group. 


2. A Participant, who has  been granted expel rights, SHALL be able to expel other PoC  Participant(s) from a PoC Group Session or release whole the PoC Session.


Requirements on release rules:


1. It SHALL be possible to specify release rules for the PoC Group policy of a PoC Group. 


2. It SHALL be possible to define  for a PoC Group that the PoC Session is released when one or more of  the following conditions are fulfilled (and in this case the general PoC Session release policy specified in PoC 1.0 is not used): 


· The PoC Session initiator leaves the PoC Session 


· A defined Participant leaves the PoC Session 


· The number of Participants is less than a  certain value 


· The last Participant leaves the PoC Session 


· The PoC Session allocated time has expired 


It is proposed to place the first set of requirements on PoC Group policy into the “Other (Interaction with OMA Service Enablers)” section of the RD and the other two sets of requirements on expel rights and release rules into the “Enhanced PoC Session Establishment” section of the RD.

We recommend to replace the requirements on expel rights and the requirements on termination rights in the annex of the PoC release 2 RD by the proposed combined requirements.
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
