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1 Reason for Change

Document OMA-REQ-2005-0257R01-CR-to-Intro-Security-section sparked a discussion on the storage security statement.
It was identified that a pending requirement on storage was missing / dropped in the RD. This contribution re-introduces this requirement.

This requirement is motivated by corporate document retention policies and legal implications of having corporate documents stored (possibly / hopefully encrypted) in a predictable server outside domain. As a result, documents can not be guaranteed to be disposed according to policies within appropriate timeline. This may have huge impacts on the companies if subpoenaed to provide all their communications. This will similarly have huge impacts on a SP that would be believed to possibly have stored such data that may be similarly subpoenaed when one of its customers is investigated.
While consumer solution may have a similar requirement, by adopting it when designing the mobile e-mail enabler, we can ensure that a same enabler can be used both for enterprise and consumer mobile e-mail.
R01 reflects the agreements reached at the June 8, 2005 conference call.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1 Overall System Requirements
	SYSREQ-1
	The mobile e-mail enabler MUST be robust enough to operate normally and usably when there is a intermittent or unreliable connection between the client and server



	SYSREQ-2
	The mobile e-mail enabler security (authentication, authorization, confidentiality, integrity) MUST operate and be usable in the presence of intermittent or unreliable connectivity (loss of connectivity, loss of network transport packets and reconnect)



	SYSREQ-3
	The mobile e-mail enabler MUST NOT rely on the storage of email data in intermediate systems outside the e-mail server domain or the terminal.
