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1 Reason for Contribution

Consolidation of the requirements on “filtered PoC Groups” have been discussed by the drafting group “PoC2-OTHER” via Email.

This contribution presents the results of the discussion until May 20th 2005.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents the results of the “filtered PoC Groups” requirements discussion by the drafting group “PoC2-OTHER”. It also includes some editorial and some clarifying modifications.
3 Detailed Proposal

It is proposed to basically keep all requirements as they currently are in the annex of the RD version OMA-RD_PoC-V2_0-20050416-D. 

In order not to confuse the term “filter criteria” with IMS filter criteria, it is proposed to replace it by the term “filtered PoC Group criteria”.
In the following text for the RD in addition “Subscriber” is replaced by “User” and “PoC Service entity” is replaced by “PoC Server”. Some PoC 1.0 terms have been capitalised.
-------- Text for the RD --------
PoC 2 SHALL support the use of additional filtered PoC Group criteria to control PoC Sessions.
In particular:

1. A PoC Group Administrator SHALL be able to specify filtered PoC Group criteria within the definition of Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Groups.

2. A PoC User initiating an Ad hoc Session SHALL be able to specify filtered PoC Group criteria at the set up of the Ad hoc Session.

3. A PoC User SHALL be invited to a PoC Session at Session set up and SHALL be allowed to join or rejoin an ongoing PoC Session if and only if the filtered PoC Group criteria of the Group/Session can be evaluated and are matched.

4. 'Continuous filter checking' MAY be supported in both, the PoC Client and the PoC Server.

· If the PoC Client supports 'continuous filter checking' then the PoC User who is specifying filtered PoC Group criteria SHALL be able to additionally require, that during an ongoing Session the members of the PoC Group are continuously monitored and the filtered PoC Group criteria are checked continuously.

· If the PoC Server supports ‘continuous filter checking’ and if for a PoC Session ‘continuous filter checking’ has been requested then the following SHALL apply during an ongoing PoC Session:
 - If for a Member of the PoC Group, who is currently not participating in the PoC Session, the filtered PoC Group criteria can be evaluated and match, this Member SHALL be (re)invited to the PoC Session, unless he had previously declined such an invitation.
 - If for a PoC Participant the filtered PoC Group criteria can be evaluated and do not match any longer, this Participant SHALL be removed from the PoC Session.

5. It SHALL be possible to use other enablers for evaluating the filtered PoC Group criteria.

6. If filtered PoC Group criteria are supported, then at least criteria that are based on location or on presence status information SHALL be supported.
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5 Recommendation

We recommend to accept the above presented requirements on filtered PoC Groups as consolidated requirements and to move them into the body of the RD.
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
