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1 Reason for Contribution
 PoC1 specified maximum duration of speaking. This means that a PoC User has time limitation to speak, even though there is no reservation in the queue of the PoC Server or he has Pre-emptive priority. If the PoC User has Pre-emptive priority or there is there in no reservation in the queue, but he doesn’t finish his speaking during maximum duration of speaking, in order to speak more, the PoC User request Talk Burst and get the permission from the PoC Server again in current PoC Service. Then he can speak one more time during next maximum duration of speaking. This makes the PoC User feel irritate. 
 Therefore, in the view of PoC service, PoC Server needs flexibility to utilize maximum duration of speaking.
2 Summary of Contribution

 A PoC User wants to expand duration of speaking, in case which there is no reservation in the queue or which he has a Pre-emptive priority. Of course, in order to use this function, the PoC Server supports priority and queue function first.

Expanding duration of speaking
If the PoC Server supports priority and queue function, for expanding duration of speaking,
· If there is floor request in the queue or the PoC Client who is speaking now has Pre-emptive priority, the PoC Server SHALL expand duration of speaking.
· If the PoC Client has Pre-emptive priority, the PoC Server doesn’t expand the duration and transmit his Talk Burst immediately when he releases the button. 

· If the PoC Client doesn’t have Pre-emptive priority, the PoC Server doesn’t expand the duration when the PoC Client releases the button or floor request is reached to the PoC Server by other PoC Client.
