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Reason for Contribution

This contribution clarifies requirement statements in PoC2.0 RD annex.
Summary of Contribution

· The requirements in PoC2.0 RD annex section B.2.3 are:
· It must be possible to support several algorithms for floor-control provided by the service provider on request by the PoC group administrator;

· It SHALL be able to have independent floor control for each media in a PoC Session

· …………….
The statements above are not clear. So the requirement in the following section is proposed for clarification. 
Detailed Proposal

Because the algorithm is not clearly, so the author changes the algorithm to scheme. The service provider could set some default floor control scheme. For example, service provider set a floor control scheme: the floor will be granted according to the participants nick name order automatically, participant needs not request floor manually, the user could change the holding time of each participant to create a new floor control scheme, and user could select the floor control scheme when he creates a PoC session. The author believes after those minor changes, the requirement could be defined more clearly and more exactly.
· The proposed changes for the requirements are:

· Service provider SHALL be able to provide several floor control schemes;

· PoC user SHALL be able to change parameter(s) to create a new floor control scheme based on floor control schemes provided by the service provider;

· PoC user SHALL be able to indicate the selected floor control scheme when creating a PoC session;
· It SHALL be able to have independent floor control for each media in a PoC Session

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Recommendation

We propose to accept the proposed requirement and introduce them in the PoC Enhancement RD to generate a first version of the RD.
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
