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1 Reason for Change

While reviewing the mobile e-mail RD a new requirement was identified to ensure implementations can be mobile terminal friendly.

The document occasionally mentions minimizing the memory requirements and overhead required by the client for parsing and processing the structures they are passing around, however it is not explicitly made a requirement.  Each bit of additional functionality such as encryption, XML transformation, large structured objects may add quite a bit of overhead to the client, so there should be a stated goal of minimizing this processing by doing things like not deeply nesting structures, allowing smaller structures to be sent, sending explicit final sizes to reduce the number of client allocations, etc.

This CR suggests adding such a requirement to section 6.2 “Overall System Requirements”.

6.2 Overall System Requirements

	SYSREQ-1
	The mobile e-mail enabler MUST be robust enough to operate normally and usably when there is a intermittent or unreliable connection between the client and server.

	SYSREQ-2
	The mobile e-mail enabler security (authentication, authorization, confidentiality, integrity) MUST operate and be usable in the presence of intermittent or unreliable connectivity (loss of connectivity, loss of network transport packets and reconnect).

	SYSREQ-3
	The mobile e-mail enabler SHOULD define transport protocol and data formats that will allow implementations to minimize both CPU overhead and memory and storage requirements, as well as overhead on client devices for parsing and processing e-mail and e-mail related data.
