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1 Reason for Contribution

Up to now Session barring requirements have been consolidated only partly by the drafting group “PoC2-ESTABL”.  The requirements on continuous checking are not yet consolidated.

This contribution proposes continuous checking requirements for consolidation.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes continuous checking requirements for consolidation.

The proposed requirements are derived from the unconsolidated requirements of RD version “OMA-RD-PoC-V2_0-20050520-D”.

It is proposed to place the continuous checking requirements into RD section B.2.6 on enhanced PoC Session control.

Revision R01 takes into account comments from the PoC2 REQ conference call on 30th June 2005.

Revision R02 takes into account comments from the PoC2 face to face meeting on 27th July 2005.

3 Detailed Proposal

It is proposed to include the following requirements on continuous checking for Session barring into section B.2.6 of the RD:

Enhanced PoC Session Control
B.2.6.x 
Checking for Session barring
Session barring conditions may be checked during a time period defined by the PoC User that defined the Session barring conditions. During the time period invitations are carried out as soon as the invitations are no longer barred.
· The PoC Client MAY support that a PoC User defining Session barring conditions for incoming PoC Session invitations defines a time period for checking the conditions.

· The PoC Client MAY support that a PoC User defining Session barring conditions for outgoing PoC Session invitations defines a time period for checking the conditions.

If the PoC Service entity supports Session barring it MAY be able to:

· carry out the incoming PoC Session invitation as soon as the conditions are in favor of the invitation during a time period defined by the inviting PoC User.

· carry out the outgoing PoC Session invitation as soon as the conditions are in favor of the invitation during a time period defined by the inviting PoC User.
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5 Recommendation

We recommend to accept the proposed text on continuous checking for Session barring requirements for inclusion into section B.2.6 of the RD.
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
