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1 Reason for Contribution

To add new requirements to Mobile Email RD to support email message recall.  
2 Summary of Contribution

Email users sometimes send emails by mistake to wrong users or they forget to attach the attachments, or even send by mistake uncompleted email messages. In order to avoid these situations, we believe users should have the chance to stop or recall those messages as long as the sent email messages have not been read yet. 

Therefore, this input proposes to add three new requirements that would enable mobile email users to recall email messages sent by mistake or sent uncompleted.

6.1.4 Usability 
	USAB-35
	A mobile email user SHOULD be able to recall an email message if the message in the receiver’s mail box has not been read yet. 


	USAB-36
	Mobile Email enabler MUST enable the user to recall an email message as long as the sent message has not been read yet by the receiver 

	USAB-37
	Mobile Email user MAY be notified of a recalled email message. (Email sender MAY be notified of success or failure, while email receiver MAY be notified of a withdrawal if recall was a success)
