1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution provides a recommendation for the structure of the MMS 1.4 RD.
2 Summary of Contribution

During the OMA MMSG discussions in Singapore, Nokia made a suggestion that the MMS 1.4 RD include only new requirements based on the fact that MMS 1.3 and 3GPP2 X.S0016-C are both intended to by 3GPP Release 6 compliant.  This contribution is intended to respond to that suggestion and recommend a way forward for approval by MMSG.
During the review of this proposal during the San Diego meetings, the primary concern raised with respect to this recommendation was that the inclusion of 3GPP and 3GPP2 requirements explicitly instead of by reference would make those requirements susceptible to modification.  The recommendations in this contribution have now been updated to address that concern.
3 Detailed Proposal

The contributor recommends that MMS 1.4 RD be built on top of the MMS 1.3 RD so that all of the MMS 1.3 requirements are also included in the MMS 1.4 RD.  However, we also believe that each of the MMS 1.3 RD use cases must be explicitly reviewed to insure that they can be optimized for all requirements, both old and new.  The reasons supporting this recommendation include the following:
· Including both old and new requirements in a single document is the only way to insure that all requirements are properly documented and fully available to developers of the other portions of the enabler release package.

· Including both old and new requirements in a single document is the only way to insure that the implications and inter-relationships between the new requirements and the old requirements can be properly considered.

· Although the 3GPP, 3GPP2, and OMA MMS documents are all intended to be 3GPP Release 6 compliant, in reality, the 3GPP Release 6 CRs were reviewed one-by-one in light of their own architecture and requirements.  To the knowledge of the contributor, there was never any attempt to make all of the requirements in the three (3) organizations to be 3GPP Release 6 compliant.  This raises two (2) sub-issues:
· The Stage 2 and Stage 3 text in each organization may need some consolidation based on the differing requirements on which each organization’s specifications were based.  We must have a consolidated list of both old and new requirements for this action.
· The requirements from all three (3) organizations now need to be consolidated in MMS 1.4 and this may be a major effort.  One (1) example is that, even though all MMS releases are intended to be 3GPP Release 6 compliant, the 3GPP2 requirement for support of multiple MM1 interfaces is not specified in the OMA 1.3 RD.  In addition, the MM3, MM4, MM7, and MM10 interfaces which were standardized in 3GPP, 3GPP2, or both will now be added to the list of interfaces that will be specified in OMA.
The contributor suggests the following strategies for the development of requirements in the MMS 1.4 RD:

· All requirements tables will be extended by one (1) additional column after the requirement column.  This new column will define the source of the requirement.  The existing requirements will be noted as being sourced from MMS 1.3 in the source column.

· Section 6.5 entitled 3GPP/3GPP2 TRANSFER REQUIREMENTS will be added with the 3GPP requirements being listed under 6.5.1 and the 3GPP2 requirements being listed under 6.5.2.  The source column will note the 3GPP Stage 1 and the 3GPP2 Stage 1 documents respectively.

· These requirements will form the baseline upon which the new MMS 1.4 requirements will be added.  The requirement rows for these baseline requirements will be given a grey background which will be used to differentiate them from the new MMS 1.4 requirements which will have a standard white/clear background.  During the development process, MMSG and REQ will agree on appropriate language to be used in the introduction section of the requirements (i.e., Section 6) to note that the requirements with the grey background are included to insure backward compatibility and may not be modified in any way that would make them inconsistent with the source from which they were derived.

· Section 6.5 entitled 3GPP/3GPP2 TRANSFER REQUIREMENTS will be added with the 3GPP requirements being listed under 6.5.1 and the 3GPP2 requirements being listed under 6.5.2.  The source column will note the 3GPP Stage 1 and the 3GPP2 Stage 1 documents respectively.
