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1 Reason for Contribution

There is the general understanding in OMA to avoid any service silo development by enforcing the reusability and development of specifications for independent reusable enabler functions. Already the RD work has more strongly identify this need in the development of the RDs. This contribution tries to provide a helping tool as recommendation for the working group during the RD work and especially in preparation of the different stages of RD review process.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution provides a new section for the REQ Best Practises Document. It recommends a table to be prepared beforehand and discussed during the RD reviews. The contributions suggests questions in the table to guide the needed process for cross-enabler work on the early stage of RD work.
3 Detailed Proposal

x.x Identification of Enabler Functions across OMA enablers in RD development
The Architecture Requirements (see OMA-RD_Architecture_V1_0-20031021-A) explicitly contains the demands that “functional overlaps between OMA enablers are minimized” (section 6.1, item 4). 

Therefore, it is useful for the later specification work to identify the needed enabler functions, which might  potentially specified in different working groups, early in the RD development and communicate it to the involved working groups. As the groups work in different stages of the enabler specification at a certain time, it is not feasible to specify a certain dedicated process. 

Instead, it is recommended to involve REQ WG early to initiate the needed discussions in the REQ-AHGs (if ongoing) or relevant TWGs in order to review existing or ongoing RD work and identify gaps or overlaps. It is recommended, the this discussion will identify the needed responsibilities for the AD and technical specification work. It should also involve ARC working group for review. In case of missing functionality in the targeted enabler, needed actions for changing the RD, extending the WID scope or identifying a new WID should be discussed in the scope of the expected timelines of the requesting working group’s enabler work.
In order to help the working groups during the RD development to motivate the needed discussions, it is recommended to develop the following table during the RD spec development and provide it as preparation of the RD reviews (informal and formal reviews).
