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1 Reason for Contribution

During the Vancouver DM meeting, the DM group has carried out a formal review of the last version of the DM_SC RD which is considered complete by the champions of this work item. The DM group chair has therefore opened, as per the DM group internal process, a two-week period for last level 0 or 1 CRs. After this two-week period, if no such CRs has been proposed, we will submit the RD to the Requirements group for formal review.

In anticipation, the editor is submitting the DM_SC RD for an informal review by the Requirements group as a way to facilitate the formal review, in particular if it is going to be held via R&A.

As far as security mechanisms are concerned, it might be worth looking at what can be done with the existing WIM specification (WPKI Enabler) by carrying a gap analysis. It will then be decided to either re-use or extend this specification, or to define our own mechanism. This analysis will be conducted in collaboration with the Security group. In any case, the chosen solution will be promoted to the Security group for potential re-use by other Enablers having similar requirements.

	SEC: DM_SC intends to provide security mechanisms to DM Enablers. As indicated above, this will be based on a gap analysis to help determine what needs to be specified and what can be re-used from existing specification.

MCC: the usage of a cryptographic mechanism to verify approval of a firmware/software package may be linked to a charging event. However this should be defined in the FUMO specification rather than DM_SC.
