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1. Overall Description:

In 3GPP, the SA Plenary meeting has recently approved a new work on study of IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) convergent multimedia conferencing. The objectives of this study item are to

a)
Identify features of IMS convergent multimedia conferencing, and describe use cases that illustrate the service requirements for IMS convergent multimedia conferencing. 

b)
Derive the IMS requirements for convergent multimedia conferencing services:

1) the conference framework

2) data sharing session establishment/termination/management in a conference 

3) MRF function for convergent multimedia conferencing

4) multicast capability for convergent multimedia conferencing

5) media control for audio, video and data

6) floor control for audio, video and data

7) conference policy

c)
Identify possible routes to standardization by:

1) Adopting existing and emerging standards, e.g. OMA, IETF.

2) Modifying and enhancing existing and emerging standards.

3) Developing of new standards.

3GPP SA1 understands that OMA is currently working with certain conferencing-related items like PoC and SIMPLE IM. In addition, OMA Converged IP Messaging work item description mentions "half-duplex/full-duplex conferencing" and states that “In particular the following components may be identified for detailed work - basic functionalities for IP-based communications services”. In order to avoid overlapping work, SA1 feels that synchronisation of information is needed, and thus requests information from OMA.

2. Actions:

SA1 asks OMA REQ CPM and OMA REQ groups kindly to provide information regarding following questions:

1. Is OMA is planning to specify generic conferencing functionalities to be utilised by different SIP-based applications?

2. If yes, when and how OMA is going to do that?

3. Does OMA Converged IP Messaging work item contain tasks that relate to multimedia conferencing and are thus overlapping work with the SA1 work item?

4. Is OMA aware of any other work or are there other considerations to take into account related to multimedia conferencing work?
