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1 Reason for Contribution

During the London F2F meeting, BT LFC group expressed concern with regards to the lack of strong interest in the Network triggered model development. The group acknowledged the lack of contributions from members and the unknown market demand pertaining to the model. Many members also share the opinion that the functionalities described in Network triggered can be covered almost completely by the Remote Management model. The group also foresees the need to specify a new protocol for realising the Network triggered model which will result in longer development time for the first release of the enabler. 

Taking into account the above considerations, the group reached the consensus to prioritise the most important features of LFC Enabler for its first release and to postpone Network-triggered model functionalities and its related ones to future releases in order to expedite the standardisation work and meet market demands.

This INP proposes the CR to be submitted to REQ for updating the RD to reflect the above agreement.
