6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add a chapter to the RDBP:

7.1.1 Requirements transfer (spin off)
Once the RD is in Candidate status, during the AD, specification development or consistency review, a group may decide to extract some requirements to a new (or ongoing) standalone RD. Since the new standalone RD is independent, the requirement will be subject to be changed, and this should be indicated  (e.g. with a note or footnote). 

For instance, the address book requirements of a messaging Enabler (MSG Enabler), can be spun off to a new standalone address book  Enabler (ADB Enabler). The following populated example shows how to handle this situation:
