2 Summary of Contribution

CT1 is encouraged to continue the discussion with the OMA REQ CPNS AHG. 
3 Detailed Proposal

1. We would like to suggest the 3GPP (especially SA and CT1) to review the Liaison document which we'd sent via OMA REQ last year. See document OMA-REQ-2008-0255-INP_LS_with_3GPP_for_CPNS

2. As mentioned in the liaison document we’d sent, we also put efforts on seeking collaboration with 3GPP CT1 to avoid overlapping work in developing the CPNS work item. 

3. We would like to ask the 3GPP CT1 to notify us if the scope of the PAN_EPNM is either widened or narrowed compared to the scope fixed in the 3GPP TS 22.259 V9.0.0. 

4. We would like to ask the 3GPP CT1 to review the present RD now in developing under the REQ-CPNS AHG to understand the use cases and requirements what we focus on to avoid overlaps.

5. We would like to notify that there are differences between CPNS and PNM. Even with our RD complete at 70 %, the following points are thought to be the examples of noticeable gaps.

 1) The PNM application is mainly responsible for PNE access control and terminating service redirection, based on the use of 3GPP credentials. The CPNS Enabler mainly targets for delivering the proper content/service from the service provider to PNEs according to its request, and for managing the PNEs and its information to support the secure delivery.

2) The CPNS focuses on the interface among  PNE(s), PN GW(s) and CPNS Server all together. (Furthermore, the CPNS can be implemented using either Server-Client model or P2P model)
