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1 Reason for Change

There are Apps of bad behaviours. Bad behaviour means excessive notification from client to server, leading to overburden to network resource and more cost to customers. The reasons for Apps to perform bad behaviours may include
· Inefficient design of the App may lead to bad behaviour.

· Virus may lead to bad behaviour 
Then in order to detect the Apps of bad behaviors, it is suggested that AOI Enabler should provide notification measurement mechanism. That is to say, AOI Enabler should be able to measure the performance of notification of Apps from client side. If there is something anomalous, e.g. the frequency of notification exceeds some threshold, and then AOI Enabler will inform the administrator.
