1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution propose to consider open platform of the social learning for mobile content distribution.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution propose to reason that through the standard development of platform for open social learning mobile content distribution, have the purpose to integrate with social networking service and make the service more effective.
And, this contribution document is contents that announced in meeting held in Hawaii last May, and includes reply about the question that was brought at that time (OMA-REQ-2014-0007).
3 Detailed Proposal

Recently, social learning market is growing rapidly. However, many social learning services have the problem. The social learning platform is not scalable for increasing members and increasing multimedia data which is a feature of social learning. And also the social learning platform fails to stimulation of learning; feedback of the learning process does not meet the expectation of users.
It is very difficult to make huge user pool for the service. It would be easy if we could integrate our service with the social network service. In order to integrate with existing social network service, 
Also, scalability of DB must be guaranteed to digest the amount of data increases exponentially. However, so far, social learning DB system for most of the service stuck to classical composition. Therefore, it is necessary to make standard system architecture to ensure the scalability of the DB.

Various functionalities would be required for the well-formed feedback and motivation during learning process.

I would like to propose those functionalities as standard of social learning platform.

Especially, we must be interested in the standardization about security issues related with payment information and transaction that occurred in the platform of social learning.

For this reason, I would like to propose that we try to discuss the standard processes such as the following.
· Requirement for open platform of the social learning mobile content
· System architecture for open platform of the social learning mobile content
· Guide line of the system performance for open platform of the social learning mobile content
· Performance assessment system for open platform of the social learning mobile content
Contents that present in this document are this running race service that utilize Social network, and had been asked about difference with SNEW.
If SNEW does data swapping in equal contents by purpose, public ownership of contents itself of Social network for this running race service is purpose, and it is the biggest difference that valuation items of contents were included. Additional, there are a lot of small differences, and these substance is handled in this meeting continuously and may have to be shared.
