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1 Reason for Contribution

For the gateway scenario in WP, user A associates her identity on external SNs (SN i with i=1,2, …) with its identity on an OMA-compliant SN using the proprietary procedures required by the external SNs. This induces requirements about user preference and identity manangement, inbound and outbound interactions.
