	The MSN enabler SHALL provide a Device API to device applications that allows them to specify which kind of information/notifications it wants to receive and which kind of activities it wants to perform (see MSN-HLF-001 to MSN-HLF-004) from/towards each Compliant MSN service / external SN

	The MSN enabler SHALL provide a Device API to allow device applications to ask for user authorization for the requested interactions (see MSN-API-bbb) with Compliant MSN service / external SN through the MSN enabler

	The MSN enabler SHALL provide a Device API to device applications that allows them to exchange information with Compliant MSN services and external SNs
