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1 Reason for Contribution

“Share” buttons or similar are popular throughout the web as an important asset for social networks to capture their users’ browsing activity when visiting external websites.

This input contribution proposes a requirement for the MSN enabler to support this functionality.

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes to introduce a standard support for MSN enabler to expose a sharing-like interface so that users can easily use it for sharing links/webpages over their SN.
