	The CAB SHALL, according to the user’s preferences and/or service provider's policy, be able to either automatically or by request keep all CPM enabled registered devices bound with the associated registered CPM Address(es) up to date with information required for Presence Subscription, User Communication Preferences, and Communication Capabilities.

According to the CAB WID: “The aim [of the Converged Address Book] is to use and refer to existing relevant standards and specifications to develop an enabler for a network based address book that allows the use of a single address book by a variety of services and devices.”

As such, the requirements show a bias towards CPM Addresses as being a primary means of identification as compared to other type of services that could be invoked as a result of using the CAB. It is therefore proposed to genericize this bias.

The spirit of CAB-011 was the following:

1. The CAB SHALL keep up to date all address books of the CAB-enabled registered devices of a CAB User

2. This feature shall be subject to user preferences and service provider policies

3. The scope of this synchronization covers state / content changes of a contact entry or a group thereof (persistent information).

The spirit of CAB-012 was as follows:

1. The CAB is a consumer of dynamic information updates

2. A list of such dynamic information updates may include but is not limited to Presence Subscription (cf Presence RD), CPM User Communication Preferences (cf CPM RD), and CPM Communication Capabilities (cf CPM RD).

3. The aforementioned examples may not always be present as information feeds and shall not be tied normatively to the CAB extension scheme.

4. This feature shall be subject to user preferences and service provider policies

5. The scope of this synchronization covers the information required for “subscription” to the dynamic information update and not the information itself.

The proposed change is compatible with the foreseen interworking of the CAB enabler with the CPM enabler without coupling the two enablers.
