5.2.1
Short Description

Bob knows Alice’s contact information, and John want Bob to share Alice’s contact information. Then Bob will share John with privacy consideration.
5.2.2
Actors

Bob, Alice, and John are the subscribers of CAB service.

5.2.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

Bob has Alice’s contact information and unsure if Alice is willing to let others know her contact information

John can contact with Bob, but doesn’t know how to contact Alice; and. John wonders about Alice’s contact information
Alice wants others respecting her privacy
5.2.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

Bob respects Alice’s privacy on sharing her contact information to 3rd user.

John can get Alice’s contact information

Alice makes her decision on control her own information.

Pre-conditions

1) Bob, Alice and John are CAB users.
2) Bob has Alice’s contact information in a contact entry
3) John does not know Alice’s contact information.

1) John keeps privacy respect on sharing Alice’s contact information

1) John tries to ask Bob whether Bob can share him Alice’s contact information

2) Bob inquiries Alice for authorization on sharing her contact information via CAB service
3) Alice authorizes Bob’s inquiry to share her contact information via CAB.

4) Bob gets the authorization to share Alice’s contact information via CAB.

5) Bob shares John Alice’s contact information via CAB.

6) CAB sends Alice a notification for her contact information shared

7) John can contact Alice.

8) Bob inquiries Alice for authorization previously whether he can share her contact information

9) Alice gives Bob permission.

10) John tries to ask Bob whether Bob can share him Alice’s contact information

11) Bob share John Alice’s contact information via CAB

12) CAB sends Alice a notification for her contact information shared
13) John can contact to Alice

Alternative Flow 2
1) John wants to contact Alice though no her contact information

2) John tries to ask Bob whether Bob can share him Alice’s contact information via CAB

3) Bob asks Alice for authorization to share her contact information to John

4) Alice denies Bob share her contact information, except public information, e.g. gender, nationality, birth place, etc.

5) Bob shares Alice’s public information with John.

6) John discards the public information from Bob

7) John searches and finds Alice in CAB service.

8) John inquiries Alice for more valid contact information.

9) Alice answers John’s inquiry with valid contact information via CAB.
10) John reaches Alice
