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1 Reason for Contribution

Add a new use case and supporting requirements for CAB to bring in the connection with social aspect of the Converged Address Book.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution brings a new use case outlining the social value of the CAB and starts by defining the structure of contact information based on user’s interests, communities and profiles. Further contributions proposing use cases and other aspects of the social networking value of CAB can be submitted subsequently.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Definitions

	Converged Address Book
	A set of entries called "contacts" commonly available to any registered device. Each contact entry consists of a set of static and/or dynamic information (e.g. name, address, Presence Subscription information, display name). Entries in the database support various addresses from different addressing schemes.

	Persona
	Grouping of a subset of the information from a user’s Personal Card based on user or service provider established criteria (e.g. home, work, gaming, etc).

	Personal Card
	The collection of personal information that a user defines as his/her own and that is handled by the CAB Enabler. 

	User Communication Preferences
	The preferences that the CPM User sets regarding the way he prefers to communicate.

	User Preferences Profile
	A set of user settings which controls aspects of how a user perceives and receives services; a user may have several such profiles.

	
	

	
	


5.2 Organization of the personal information 

5.2.1
Short Description

This use case describes how the personal contact information can be structured and used within the CAB service.

Alice has defined her Personal Card information.  She would like to organize it based on her different interests and community affiliations. That would help Alice manage it easier, as well as support her in defining authorization rules for users interested to watch and search different subsets of her own information.  
5.2.2
Actors

Alice, Bob and Claire – Are CAB Users. They manage their individual contact list(s) and their Personal Cards.

6.1.3.2 Actor Specific Issues

Alice wants to group her own information to allow her to enable the access to it based on specific profiles and interests. 
Bob is Alice’s cousin and wants to have Alice’s home related information up-to-date in his contacts list. 
Claire is Alice’s gaming buddy and met Alice while playing same games together and knows her by her gaming alias. Claire would like to have more information pertaining to Alice’s gaming interests and information. 
6.1.3.2 Actor Specific Benefits

1)
Alice will manage her own information and its authorization rules easier based on common interests or relationships with other users.  
2)
Bob and Claire will get Alice’s up-to-date personal information that each of them is interested in.
5.2.3
Pre-conditions

1) Alice, Bob and Claire subscribe to CAB service.

2) Bob and Claire have both some identification information about Alice (not necessarily the same one) that allows CAB Enabler to send to Alice each of their requests to watch Alice’s information. 
3) Each of Bob and Claire want to have Alice’s personal information up-to-date in their address books. 
4) Alice wants to provide her most up-to-date information to both Bob and Claire, but only the parts that are relevant to each of them (e.g. Alice does not want Claire to see Alice’s home phone number, home address, full name but only one of her instant messaging addresses, her gaming alias, her preferred type of games listed in hobbies). 
5) The data in Alice’s Personal Card is organized by Alice and reflects different sides of Alice’s social involvement and her personality (Persona).
5.2.4
Post-conditions

1) Bob’s address book has up-to-date contact information of Alice and can initiate communications with Alice and her family.
2) Claire benefits of Alice’s up-to-date contact information. Claire can recognize Alice by her latest alias in the games they play together, or she can try a game that belongs to a category Alice likes. Claire can also send a message to Alice to invite her to a game or exchange tips about a game. 
5.2.5
Normal Flow
1)
Alice populates all her personal information in her Personal Card.
2)
Alice organizes all her Personal Card fields into different Personas. She assigns fields containing information that belongs to her home related information that all her family and friends could see into the ‘Home’ Persona. Alice organizes all her information pertaining to gaming into her ‘Gaming’ Persona and her work related information into her ‘Work’ Persona. She assigns all her messaging addresses to ‘Home’ Persona while only one of them to the ‘Gaming’ Persona to be frequently used with her gaming buddies.  
3)
Bob subscribes to Alice’s contact information.  

4)
Alice receives a notice that Bob wishes to subscribe to her contact information. 

5)
Alice accepts Bob’s subscription to watch the updates of her Personal Card. She simply authorizes him to get all the information in her ‘Home’ Persona, rather than scan through all the fields and pick manually all that apply.  

6)
Bob’s contact list is updated with Alice’s information that Alice authorized him to obtain.

7)
Alice’s personal information is dynamically updated in Bob’s contact list.   
8)
Alice moves to a new house. Her home address and home phone number change.

9) Alice invites Bob over for a family event.  Bob can see Alice’s new home address and new home phone number updated in his address book. He does not know how to find the address, so he calls Alice on her home phone number to ask for directions. 
10) 
Claire subscribes to Alice’s contact information.  

11)
Alice receives a notice that Claire wishes to subscribe to her contact information. 

12)
Alice agrees to allow Claire to watch the updates of her Personal Card.  Alice simply authorizes Claire to see all the information in Alice’s ‘Gaming’ Persona, rather than scan through all the fields and pick them manually. 

13)
Claire’s contact list is updated with Alice’s information that Alice authorized her to obtain.

14)
Alice’s personal information is dynamically updated in Claire’s contact list 

5.2.7
Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

•
The personal contact information is managed in an easy way.  
· A CAB User decides how to organize it based on his/her interests and affiliations easing up afterwards the process of authorizing other CAB Users to see only the content that is relevant to them, based on their relationship with the owner of the information.
