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1 Reason for Change

The CAB Enabler allows a CAB user to publish his/her contacts info to others. It also allows others to subscribe (CAB-VIEW-005, CAB-HLF-010 etc.) changes to a CAB user published contact information. There are two ways to notify a CAB user’s updates to authorized subscribers, using CAB to CAB protocol (the subscriber is a CAB user) or using existing communication mechanisms (such as SMS, MMS, EMAIL etc.) when the subscriber is not in a CAB service coverage area or a non-CAB user.
This contribution adds the requirements to support the above scenario.
