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1 Reason for Contribution

This document attempts to clarify RIM’s view on the proposed concepts, namely, Contact Views and Personas.
2 Summary of Contribution

This input tries to consolidate the proposed concepts (Contact Views and Personas) for simplification while still addressing the basic use cases. 
3 Detailed Proposal

Currently, there are two main outstanding proposals for managing CAB user’s identity, namely the Contact Views and Personas. 
Contact Views – This provides the ability for the CAB user to organize (or customize) his/her personal contact information into different views that can be shared with other users. For example, the CAB user creates View1 and View2 to reflect his work and home information. Typically, the information is a subset of the User’s contact information or the complete information which would then be referred to as default or public view.
Personas – This concept proposes to allow users to create multiple user identities by grouping a subset of user’s personal information, based on a set of predefined criteria. These identities (or Personas) can then be used by CAB services to provide specific services or can be used for sharing the contact information to other users. The later case however, appears to be identical to the concept of Contact Views.
Due to overlaps between these two concepts, we propose to align the two concepts with the following illustration:

Description:
· A CAB User has multiple identities
· Each CAB User identity maps to one Contact View

· CAB User’s contact entries reflect the identities of other Users and it’s associated contact view

· CAB User’s should be able to indicate whether a specific identity is public or not

· CAB-related services can query/search the CAB system for User identities and specific subset of information associated with them, provided they are marked as “public”
· CAB–related services can also query the contact entries of a CAB User, provided the identities of the contact entries are marked as “public” and therefore no authorization is necessary.
