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1 Reason for Change

Definitions are required for readers to better understand the meanings of send, share, publish and subscribe within the concept of the CAB requirements.  This change request closes Action CAB-2008-A003.
Background Information:
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Normal Flow:

1.  User a elects to send his (or others) contact information to User B

2.  User A attaches, in standard (or non-standard) format, his (or others) contact information to a message 

3.  User B receives the message with attached contact information from User A

4.  User B saves (imports standard format) Users A (or others) contact information into User B CAB
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Normal Flow:

1.  User a elects to share his (or others) contact information with User B

2.  User A tells CAB server to forward a contact share request to User B

3.  User B approves Users A contact share request

4.  User A (or others) contact information is added/updated to User B CAB
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Normal Flow:

1.  User A publishes personal contact that can be made available to other CAB users  
2.  User B requests to subscribe to User A’s personal Contact information

3.  User A approves User B request to subscribe to his personal contact information
4.  User B CAB is updated with User A’s personal Contact information

4.  User A edits/changes his personal contact information

5.  User B is notified (based on preferences) of changes to User A personal contact information

6.  User B accepts changes (based on preferences) to User A personal contact information
7.  User B CAB is updated with the changes made to User A personal contact information
Note: subscription to automatic updates could be based on an indefinite period of time (no request required) or could be based on a by request basis (update request) by user B.

3.2 Definitions

	CAB User
	A person who has a subscription to a CAB System.  Normally permitted to insert/delete/modify contacts from their contact list as well as permitted to define information to be presented to other users seeking their own contact information.

	Contact Entry
	The information (e.g. name, address, presence subscription information, display name) associated with a contact.

	Contact View
	A named subset of the contact information of the CAB User to be made available to other users.  The attributes included in a view are selected by the CAB User 

	Converged Address Book
	A set of contact entries called "contacts" commonly available to any registered device. Each contact entry consists of a set of static and/or dynamic information (e.g. name, address, Presence Subscription information, display name). Contact Entries in the database support various addresses from different addressing schemes.

	User Communication Preferences
	The preferences that the CPM User sets regarding the way he prefers to communicate.

	User Preferences Profile
	A set of user settings which controls aspects of how a user perceives and receives services; a user may have several such profiles.

	Legacy Formats
	Existing standard data formats that are widely used in the industry to store and exchange contact information such as vCard. Other formats may be included e.g. hCard, etc.

	Publish
	User establishes personal contact information that is made available to other CAB users (via a subscription) internally within the CAB environment. 

	Send
	Contact information is attached to or embedded into a message then sent outside of the CAB environment.

	Share
	Contact information is internally sent within the CAB environment.

	Subscription
	User can subscribe to automatic updates to another CAB users’ personal and available contact information. 
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
