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1 Reason for Change

During the Beijing meeting, it was recognized that Presence enabler is a key supporting enabler for CAB and further indicated by several companies that strong interaction between CAB and Presence Enablers is beneficial.
To complement this agreement, we would like to propose two new requirements for interworking with Presence and the re-use of functional components from the Presence “Framework”.

We would like the group to understand that we are not referring to the presence service here but only the framework used by the presence service. Based on the current CAB RD, it appears that some of the functionality if not most, can be accomplished by re-using the presence framework, for e.g. authorization, subscription model, sharing, interfaces to XDMS profiles, etc. 

Therefore, we strongly recommend the CAB group to consider the re-use of Presence framework for CAB, wherever applicable. This approach we believe will avoid re-inventing the components already specified by OMA.
