Background:

Personal Contact Card was intended to designate a CAB User’s personal information which contains the superset of contact data about him/herself.    

Published Contact Card was intended to designate when a CAB User’s personal information was made available to others via a subscription.  All or a subset of the information contained in a Personal Contact Card could be made available to others via a subscription.

Storing information into a Personal Contact Card (which is not a typical contact entry) is the first step in preparing it for publication.  Placing information into a Personal Contact Card does not mean a user has decided to publish/ distribute this information for others to receive via a subscription.  They have simply prepared the information (create text) for publication.  The second step is to decide what type of information and how one wished to package it for others to view/consume (create the layout).  Hence, one establishes Contact Views (named subset of the Personal Contact Card).  Step three is to allow others to subscribe to ones contact information.  When the user approves a subscription, the subscriber sees a Published Contact Card and/or the changes contained thereof; they do not see a Personal Contact Card.  In fact the only time a Published Contact Card would be similar to a Personal Contact Card is when the Contact View is expanded to include all of the information contained in the Personal Contact Card.  Note: The Published Contact Card can change on a subscription by subscription basis (i.e. based on the selected Contact View for a particular subscriber)

Keeping these concepts separate and distinct is important.
