Justifications and notes for/about the changes:
· The texts at the beginning of section 6.4 starting with “This sub-clause” are removed, as proposed by the comments A586 & A588.

· As proposed by the comment A589, “Contact Send” is removed from all the requirements. So, the comment A587 becomes irrelevant, and thus not considered in this CR. 

Note: as the texts at the beginning of section 6.4 states, all the requirements in this section are about Contact Send. However, within the requirement both Contact Send and Contact Share are mentioned. If the real scope for all these requirements is only Contact Send, either the requirements are not valid (as Contact Send is outside the scope) or a statement should be added mentioning that Contact Send is outside the scope, as suggested by A587. 
· As pointed out by the comment A590, blocking is not required for Contact Share (as a user is supposed to use authorization rules for blocking information), the requirement SHR-003 is removed.

Note: “blocking” means blocking information against sending. If the intention is to block against receiving, the requirement might be still valid. However, it is more like a local deletion without any IOP issue. So, standardization for such blocking might not be required.
