Comment: Deletion of this requirement changed the whole concept of CAB and it will not fulfill the intent of CPM CAB-015.  It should be reinserted.  An address book could be local on the device LAB or in the network NAB.

Resolution in Doc #0130 discussed. It was concluded that the further discussion would be needed.
This requirement did not preclude a user from having different address books on different devices from the same network address book.  The original intent of this requirement is captured in HLF-029.


The following two requirements were linked within CPM and separated to clearly state the optional part from the mandatory part of the requirement.

Background:
The original suggested requirement was the result of splitting a combined requirement which attempted to impose the same multiple address service logic into CAB as defined by CPM MAD-003 (The CPM Enabler SHALL be able to provide each CPM Address with a distinct network-based storage) to increase the re-use of CAB by other service enablers [see CPM RD 232R03].  The detailed text associated with this change:

In case of separation/reuse of CAB it is meaningful to move the multiple service addresses implication into the CAB section of the requirements as the general idea of separation by service addresses also applies to other services then CPM. Therefore we propose to delete Address Book from MAD-003 and move the idea of MAD-003 to the new CAB-010 requirement. Which now covers multiple CPM Addresses SHALL be bundled with multiple instances of CAB per user as shown at the bottom of this CR.

	The CPM enabler SHALL provide network stored address book to the CPM user. The user can access this network storage using any connectivity type permitted by the CPM service provider and the CPM enabled-network where the storage is located.

After lengthy discussions regarding local and network address books, this requirement was split into the final 2 requirements:
	CPM-CAB-010
	The CAB SHALL provide at least one address book per CPM User.
	CPM V1.0

	CPM-CAB-011
	The CAB MAY support one address book per CPM Address of the CPM User.

These requirements later became CPM-CAB-015 and 016.
At the end of the day, the term “network-based” was removed from CPM-CAB-015/16 so as not to cause confusion with CPM-CAB-001 and CAB itself.  Additionally, CPM-CAB-016 was found to be supportive of the concept “CPM User to have a common Address Book for all or a subset of his/her CPM Addresses.”
This purposeful removal was an attempt to set the foundation establishing a relationship between a local address book (LAB), a network address book (NAB) with a registered service address or user.  CAB has to support at least one local address book per service address or per user.  In essence, the NAB becomes the superset of all local address books the user manages.  
Scenario:

A CAB User has 3 registered Service addresses (which has nothing to do with CAB); The Service may allow the user to have two personal addresses and a business address. 

The CAB User has access to 1 NAB as per CPM-CAB-001 
Each Service address could have its own relationship between a volume of the NAB and the LAB on a per device basis or per user basis.  Hence,
A.  A CAB user could have one common NAB which is associated with a different registered Service address per user device [default for CPM CPM; multi-address support on the same device, CPM-CAB-016, was phased to a subsequent release.  In hind sight, CPM-CAB-015 should have been phased as well even though it was satisfied via CPM-CAB-001]. 
Or,

B.  The CAB user could have a NAB which contains separate and distinct contacts (may have duplicate contacts) which are mapped to different LAB’s per Service addresses (CPM-CAB-016 -> HLF-016) 
Or,

C.  The CAB user could associate common and distinct contacts contained within the NAB to different Service addresses  (i.e. the LAB on a particular device could contain the common and distinct contacts associated with the registered Service address)  [common contact optimization between option A & B; full realization of CPM-CAB-015] 
Original intention of HLF 15&16 was to allow different address book mappings based on user/service address.   Additionally, the user may have multiple devices with the same service address where the devices contain the same or a different subset of the NAB.  The user could also have multiple service addresses on a device which could change the LAB based on active addresses on a device.    

Currently HLF-029 covers the intent of both of these requirements from a CAB perspective.
