The concept of ‘public’ is directly associated with ‘private’ and both reflect different privacy levels. The setting of privacy levels is not addressed in the CAB RD, thus it’s not clear what can be public and what can be private or if different privacy levels can indeed be provided by CAB and which are they. A CAB User should be able to define different privacy levels for his/her Personal Contact Card data, thus this CR proposes to resolve it by adding the clarification in the requirements. 

This CR does not address requirement CAB-SRCH-001 but recommends that the following change is considered in the CR dealing with it.
