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1 Reason for Change

During the conference call on May 21st the group discussed about the connection between the following three concepts:
· Contact Share

· Contact Send

· Contact Subscription

It was the general feeling of the group that, although Contact Subscription is an independent functionality, the other two operations (Contact Share and Contact Send) should be combined into a single one. In fact the objective of both operations is the same, and the only difference is the nature of the recipient user, a CAB User in the former and a non-CAB user in the latter.
This CR proposes to use the term “Contact Share” to cover the functionality of the terms described so far as “Contact Share” and “Contact Send”. The CAB user invoking this operation will not necessarily have to know whether the destination is a CAB User or a non-CAB User, but the CAB Enabler will ensure that the contact information is provided by the most appropriate means:
· to a CAB User ( Within the CAB environment

· to a non-CAB User ( by sending a message with the contact information encoded in a Legacy format
This CR also solves the following RDRR comments related to the “Contact Share” and “Contact Send” operations: 48, 49, 50, 72, 186, 237 to 243, 308 to 319 and 567.
