Intent of the requirement was to allow a secure connection via the internet to a CAB Users NAB and PCC.
Recommendation: Delete requirement and cover security concerns via CR 136.


IWG-002
Comments are directed towards explaining the requirement to preferences and policies.

The root of the requirement is about standardizing a data structure and file type.  The data structure and file type does not process contact information; however, the CAB system could recognize the file and process in information accordingly.      
Recommendation: merge 002 with 002a. 
IWG-002a

Comments are directed towards generalizing the requirement.

The root of the requirement is about importing (processing) contact information using a standardized structure and file type into the CAB Users address book. 

Recommendation: Generalize the requirement and merge with 002.

IWG-003

Comment: Delete the requirement.  

Note: Batch processing implies that there is no user interaction while the program is being executed.  Standardization to resolve errors is very problematic and more than likely will require user intervention.  The easiest fix would be to enter duplicate entries and let the user resolve any conflict issues.  
Recommendation: Delete the requirement.  There is no need for standardization.
