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1 Reason for Contribution

The CBCS group has asked for a definition of each one of the actors implied in the Categorization-based Content Screening Framework. This document includes an initial relation of identified actors, a proposed definition for each one and a figure with the proposed relationship between these actors. 

The main purpose of this contribution is to set a coherent list of definitions to be used in the edition of the use cases. 

2 Summary of Contribution

A list of identified relevant actors in the CBCS scene is provided along with proposed definition for each one. Also a figure is provided showing the relationship between they all (this figure is only for informative purposes; it is not intended as an architectural schema).

3 Detailed Proposal

Here is included a list of currently identified actors in the CBCS scene.

Content Screening User. 

· He is the person using a device (mobile or not) to access the services and contents. The content received by and the linked services offered to the Content Screening User have been screened and have met the Category Based Content Screening level provisioned by the Content Screening Authority. In case content fails the screening test, the user may be informed through replacement of the content.

Content Screening Subscriber 

The owner of the telephone line and the one who the Service Provider has the relationship with. 

Content Provider

The entity who owns the resources the user is applying for.

Content Screening Authority 

The Content Screening Authority uses the Category Based Content Screening service’s management interface. The authority assigns users to the Category Based Content Screening service, applies desired Category Based Content Screening levels per user, and identifies the content delivery means that need to be screen.

Content Screening Decision Agent
It is in charge of deciding what to do with the web pages and the contents within them. 
Content Screening Categorization Agent
It can decide about the classification of services, web pages and contents (different media used within the web pages and the services). 
Service Provider

The entity offering the Categorization-Based Content Screening service.


Content Screening Criteria

The set of rules used to decide if a specific content or service is suitable for the Content Screening User. This set of rules can include different types of information regarding different aspects like user profiling, user preferences, business information, legal issues, etc.

Next figure shows the proposed relationship between these actors. This is included only as an example and it does not imply or suppose any architectural decision.
