Proposal for new Definitions:

Content Scanning & Screening

Content Scanning

The act of looking at the content to determine which type of content it is.
Content Screening


The act of blocking or allowing delivery of content. 
Content Screening Category: A category assigned to content, aiming to describe the type of this content. This category is used when determining the suitability of presenting the content to a user.
Categorized Content
Content for which a Content Screening Category has been assigned.  
Non-Categorized Content
Content for which a Content Screening Category has not been assigned.
