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1 Reason for Contribution

Four types use cases are needed in CMR RD according to the analysis in contribution OMA-REQ-CMR-2008-0003-INP_INP_CMR_UseCase_analysis.  Class 1 refer to the use cases about configuring scenarios in CMR BOF white paper, they are related with user preference control. It’s agreed by CMR AHG that we need a use case related with preference control in CMR RD.

This contribution is to bring the CMR preference control use cases and related requirements.

3 Detailed Proposal

6.1 Preference management
CMR as an enabler which can provide customised service will allow the subscribers to manipulate and customize his/her CMR preference. The preference of CMR may consist of priority, network storage, the ringing box, the CMR presentation rules and so on. 
6.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

CMRT or CMRBT can be played based on different rules. The CMR user can set these preference rules, including the time and date, the position information of the user, the specific ringing group, etc. A CMR subscriber can manipulate his/her CMR preference through a call, a short message, access to a web portal or CMR client.
6.1.2 Actors

End User:  The one who has subscribed CMR service.

Service Provider: Provide CMR service.

End User:  Can set his/her preference according to his/her personality.
Service Provider: Enabler the subscribers to customized his/her preference can attract more end users use CMR service.  
6.1.3 Pre-conditions

· The End User has subscribed the CMR service and has bought music “Gong with the wind” as his CMR resource.
· Service Provider allows a subscriber to customized his preference after related subscriber authentication. 
6.1.4 Post-conditions

· The End User enjoy manipulate his preference. 

· The CMR service is provided according to the end user preference setting. Such as: when another use call him/her, the CMRBT will be played to the calling user based on the one or some playing rules.

6.1.5 Normal Flow

1. The End User access to his CMR preference setting through a voice call, web access or CMR client in his terminal.  
2. After pass the authentication, the End User select the playing rules setting and enable the music “Gong with the wind” is only played as CMRBT during a special time(such as: everyday 8:00 am to 18:00 pm). 
3. After the End User confirms his setting, he is informed that this setting has been enabled and activated successfully.
