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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is to bring two Privacy requirements of CMR into CMR RD.

1. CMR user will have a CMR Personal Library to hold his resources. If the CMR user opens his CMR Personal Library, other CMR users could copy the resources into their own CMR Personal Library. Otherwise, the CMR Personal Library shall be kept privacy.
2. CMR user can set preference, e.g. caller user group, callee user group, date/time information or presence information, to instruct the CMR Enabler to select appropriate CMR resource based on different setting rule. These preference settings by CMR users shall be kept privacy.
R01:
Split the first requirement into two pieces. One describes the privacy requirement of hiding CMR user’s Personal Library, the other describes that the CMR user could share his Personal Library if he agrees to open his privacy information.

Copying another CMR user’s Personal Library is described as an example of the new added requirement.
