The conjunction of PREM-010, PREM-011 and HLF-002 point out that resource which be presented can be different based on different presence/location info.

Considering the following scenarios:
CMR User A wants the resource which will be presented to show his current presence info, so he makes some related preference setting.

When another user (User B) initial a call to A, 
- If A’s current presence info is provided by system, B will experience an audio like “the user you called is in a meeting”, which was stored in CMR Enabler before.
- If A’s current presence info is “I’m in a meeting, don’t disturb me” which was customized by A, B will experience an audio which automatically converted from the presence info.
So there are two types of resources can be provided based on user’s presence/location info, one is selected from the existed resources, and one is a new resource generated from current presence info.

To avoid missing any meaning abstracted from previous scenarios, we propose to create a new requirement by merging HLF-005 and 006.
